Based upon Article 5, item 2 of the Law on Radio Television (“Official Gazette of the Republic of Serbia”, No 48/91) the Government of the Republic of Serbia passes

BY-LAW

ON AMOUNT OF FEES FOR USE OF RADIO FREQUENCIES

Article 1

Fee for use of radio frequencies is paid at the latest on 15th day in the month for the current month.

The amount of fee from the item 1 is determined by value of 10% from monthly rate for electricity meter for the current month by 1 watt of effectively emitted power corrected with following factors for number of citizens in the servicing zone:

1. Up to 10.000 citizens, factor 2;

2. From 10.001 citizens to 50.000 citizens, factor 3;

3. From 50.001 citizens to 100.000 citizens, factor 4;

4. Over 100.001 citizens, factor 5.

Article 2

If more users perform broadcasting activity at the same frequency by different power and in different duration, every user pays a part of fee in proportion to effectively emitted power and time of transmitters use.
Article 3

Means obtained from fee from the Article 1 of this by-law are paid in the budget of the Republic of Serbia.

Article 4

This by-law enters into force on the 8th day from the day it is published in the “Official Gazette of the Republic of Serbia”
