Based on Article 11 of Law on Radio Television (“Official Gazette of the Republic of Serbia”, No 48/91, 49/91) and Article 30 of Law on the Government of the Republic of Serbia (“Official Gazette of the Republic of Serbia”, No 5/91),

The Government of the Republic of Serbia passed

DECISION

ON ESTABLISHING THE COMISSION FOR USE OF RADIO FREQUENCIES

Article 1

This decision establishes the Commission for considering the requests for use of radio frequencies (hereinafter referred to as: Commission), which suggests decisions on use i.e. depriving of or canceling the use of radio frequencies for radio broadcasting activity in the Republic of Serbia.

This decision determines conditions, proceedings and manner of performing of expert duties for the Commission, as well as other questions important for performing the activities regarding granting, depriving or canceling the use of radio frequencies.

Article 2

Following persons are nominated in the Commission:

For the president:
Stanoje Andjelkovic, vice-premier of the Government of the Republic of Serbia,

For members:
1.   Milivoje Pavlovic, Minister for information and a member of the Government of the Republic of Serbia,

2. Zarko Katic, Minister for traffic and communications and a member of the Government of the Republic of Serbia,

3. Natasa Curcic-Damnjanovic, Assistant of Minister for information,

4. Vladimir Mladenovic, Assistant of Minister for traffic and communications,

5. Dr. Milan Topalovic, Technical Manager of Public Enterprise Radio television Serbia,

6. Milan Lucic, Assistant of Minister for information,

7. Dragomir Jerkovic, Manager of the Television Belgrade,

8. Damir Cop, Business union of radio broadcasting organizations of Serbia,

For Secretary:

Bratislava Tatalovic, Counselor of Minister for information.

Article 3

Expert activities for the Commission are performed by the Ministry of Traffic and Communications and Ministry of Information.
Ministry of Traffic and Communications informs the Commission about radio frequencies, which can be used in the Republic of Serbia based on existing frequency plans and submitted requests and establishes conditions for use of every radio frequency which include all relevant technical conditions while taking care on technical parameters for use of radio frequencies seen from the sight of electromagnetic compatibility in accordance with valid ratified international contracts and domestic regulations.

Ministry of Traffic and Communications can co-operate with corresponding expert organs and organizations in performing activities from the item 1.

Ministry of Information and Ministry of Traffic and Communications, each from its own competency, gives opinions to Commission about grant of radio frequencies from the sight of planned developing needs and aims of radio broadcasting activity in the Republic of Serbia.

Article 4

Request for use of radio frequencies is submitted to the Government of the Republic of Serbia.

Article 4 of Law on Radio Television establishes contents of request from item 1 of this Article.

Public bid shall be proclaimed at the latest on 1st June of the current year.

Article 5

Commission suggests the Government contents of public bid, which includes conditions for use of radio frequencies and free radio frequencies established by law.

Public bid for use of radio frequencies is published in daily newspapers.

Article 6

Commission shall, at the latest within a month after ending of public bid, consider submitted requests and suggest to the Government best bidders for radio frequencies.

If needed, the Commission shall use expert opinions of corresponding organs and organisations while deciding upon which bidder is the best.

Article 7

Based upon the Commissions suggestion, the Government decides and grants individual decision on use of radio frequency.

Decision includes:

· Data on use of radio frequency;

· Data on radio frequency which is granted;

· Conditions for use of granted radio frequency;

· Term in which the radio frequency is granted the use of.

Article 8

Ministry of Information and Ministry of Traffic and Communications, in the framework of their competencies, inspect the use of radio frequencies and in the case the user does not hold on to conditions, inform the Commission about it. The Commission then suggests the Government passing a decision on its canceling i.e. depriving.

Article 9

Based on Commissions suggestion, the Government decides and grants individual decision on canceling i.e. depriving of radio frequency use.

Ministry of Traffic and Communications executes decision of the Government on canceling i.e. depriving of radio frequency use.

Article 10

This decision enters into force on the 8th day after it is published in “Official Gazette of the Republic of Serbia”.
