Based upon the Article 99, point 4 of the Constitution of the Federal Republic of Yugoslavia and because of application of the Law on Systems of Communications (“Official Gazette SFRY”, No 41/88, 80/89, 29/90 and “Official Gazette FRY”, No 34/92), Federal Government makes

DECISION
ON FEES FOR TEMPORARY USE OF RADIO FREQUENCIES AND TELEVISION CHANNELS

1. This decision establishes criteria for defining the amount of monthly fee for temporary use of radio frequencies and television channels for all users (hereinafter referred to as: monthly fee).

2. Criteria for defining the amount of monthly fee are:

(A) Number of citizens in the area of servicing zone,

(B) Degree of development,

(V) Type of station,

(G) Basis expressed in dinars.

3. The amount of monthly fee is counted in the following manner:

N=AxBxVxG

N - Amount of monthly fee;

A - Number of citizens in the area of servicing zone;

B - Degree of development:

a) The least developed municipalities - coefficient 0.1;

b) Less developed municipalities – coefficient 0.2;

v) Medium developed municipalities – coefficient 0.3;

g) Developed municipalities – coefficient 0.4

V- Type of station:

a) Radio station – coefficient 0.05;

b) TV station – coefficient 0.1;

G – Basis – 1 new dinar.

4. For use of second and any following radio frequency or television channel, the amount of monthly fee established in accordance with provision of point 3 of this decision, shall be increased for 50%. 

5. For every radio station and TV station, which is in the radio i.e. TV network, the amount of monthly fee established in accordance with provision of point 3 of this decision, shall be increased for 50%. 

6. For use of radio frequencies and television channels all users shall sign a contract on temporary use, in written form, with Federal Telecommunication Ministry.

The contract from item 1 of this point establishes the amount of monthly fee, which must be paid starting from the day defined in the contract.

The contract on temporary use of radio frequencies is signed for the period of one year and on temporary use of television channels for the period of two years.  

7. The user of radio frequency i.e. television channel shall pay monthly fee on the basis of received invoice, until 5th day of the month for the following month in favour of federal budget.

8. The contracting party, user of radio frequency i.e. television channel can at the latest 30 days before contracting term expires, submit request to Federal Telecommunication Ministry for prolongation of the contract.

8a.  User of radio frequency i.e. television channel whose radio station or television channel is damaged or ruined by NATO aggression on Federal Republic of Yugoslavia so that he/she is not capable of broadcasting the program, he/she is not obliged to pay monthly fee for temporary use of radio frequencies and television channel until the day program is broadcast again.

User from the item 1 of this Article is obliged to submit, with the request for getting exemption from paying the monthly fee, proof on damage i.e. ruin and the day of damaging i.e. ruining, caused by the aggression of NATO forces which is granted by competent commission in territorial unit where damaged i.e. ruined radio station i.e. TV station is situated.

8b.  Users of radio frequencies i.e. television channels who placed their information capacities at Yugoslav Army supreme command headquarters disposal with the view to fully inform the public about defense of the country, shall be free of obligation to pay monthly fee for the period of april-september of 1999.

List of users from the item 1 of this Article who are exempt from obligation to pay monthly fee is established by Federal Telecommunication Ministry.

9. This decision enters into force on the following day from the day it is published in the “Official Gazette of FRY”.
